The Communities Collaborating to Reconnect Youth Network (CCRY) is a national learning

community of leaders working across systems to help young people reconnect
to education and career pathways. Originally comprising 15 members of the
Department of Labor’s Youth Opportunity Movement, the CCRY Network has
grown to almost 20 communities. CLASP serves as a policy resource for CCRY
members; in turn, the members’ local and state knowledge and experience
inform federal policy solutions and the CLASP youth advocacy agenda.

Since 2006, CLASP has partnered with FHI 360 to facilitate semiannual
convenings designed for CCRY communities to learn from each other. These
events include policy updates and a range of discussion sessions planned in
consultation with the membership. Spring meetings in Washington, DC
incorporate feedback with federal agency and congressional staff. Fall meetings
held in host communities highlight our members’ work. Participants
representing city agencies, workforce development boards, youth providers,
young leaders, and policy advocates mirror CCRY’s goal of encouraging
collaboration across the systems that impact youth.
