By meeting top performance, Michigan will
generate more annual revenue, topping
approximately $1.9 billion in 2025.

State Revenue under Status Quo
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State Revenues Exceed Costs When Top Performance is Met

Status Quo: Revenues are lower than costs

Under current postsecondary investment patterns,
Michigan’s revenues are about $35 million below
costs in 2025.

Top Performance: Revenues exceed costs

By meeting top performance, Michigan’s revenues
exceed postsecondary costs by about $1.4 billion by
2025.
